Movement is invariably based upon force.  Force is defined as a push or pull upon any object.

 1. Gravitational Force is the attractive force that exists between all objects. i.e.  the moon and the earth.

This is actually the weakest of the four forces.









2. Electromagnetic Force is the attraction or repulsion of charged particles in motion or at rest that exert electric forces on each other. Moving charged particles also produce a magnetic force. The combined effect of these forces give materials characteristics like ability to bend, stretch, or shatter. 

This force is much stronger than gravitational force.

3. Strong Nuclear Force is a force that holds the particles of the nucleus together. (neutrons & protons) 
This force is the strongest but acts over the short distance of nucleus only

4. Weak Nuclear Force is a form of electromagnetic force (EMF) which has been linked to radioactive decay.  i.e.   uranium.

This force is stronger than the electromagnetic force but weaker than the strong nuclear force.
